! Members receive a 15% discount on parts and materials and a 10% discount on bicycles 

over $1500 from Back Bay Bicycle. 
! Members are entitled to purchase all CCCP clothing and accessories at wholesale cost. 

Non-members may purchase CCCP gear for cost plus 80%. 
! 20% of membership dues go directly toward purchasing helmets for children who cannot 

afford them. In 2006, CCCP’s ‘Headcases’ program purchased 100 helmets & donated 
them to “The Bike Shop” http://www.thebikeshop1.org/ which helps provide bicycles and 
cycling education to underprivileged youth in our community.
